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Article I:
Name 

The name of the organization shall be the Biology Club of the University of Kansas.

Article II:
Purpose

The purpose of the organization shall be enhance the learning environment of University students by providing a forum for students who strive to learn more about the biological sciences through speakers, community service, and increased interaction with peers and faculty.  They will also act as a resource for the groups desiring information about careers and various paths available for biology students.

Article III:
Membership


Section I:
Qualifications

A. Students should be in good standing with the University and agree to the guidelines and charter of the organizations.
B. In order to remain in good standing as a member of the KU Biology Club, members must attend at least 50% of all general meetings in the academic year.

Article IV:
Executive Structure and Meetings


Section I:
Officers
A. Officer candidates for the Biology Club must be students in good standing. 
B. Members must attend at least 75% of overall meetings in order to be eligible for executive office. 

C. The officers of the chapter shall be President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, and Publicity Coordinator and three standing Committee Chairs.

Section II:
Officer Responsibilities

A. The President shall:

1. Preside over all meetings.

2. Appoint ad hoc committees and the chairpersons of these committees.

3. Act as official spokesperson for the organization.

4. Submit an end of the year progress report with one copy sent to the AIBS and one passed on to the incoming president.

B. The Vice President shall:

1. Sit as chairperson of the selection committee.

2. Preside over called meetings in the absence of the President.

3. Act as Parliamentarian at called meetings.

C. The Secretary shall:

1. Take minutes at called meetings and distribute meetings and agendas to members.

2. Maintain the listserve and manage all communication within the chapter.

3. Advertise chapter events with the Publicity Chair and ensure contact with the Biology Department main office as needed  

D. The Treasurer shall:

1. Formulate a budget at the beginning of the year with the President and revise it if necessary.

2. Manage all financial transactions for the organization.
3. Submit the books for review to the Advisor at the end of the year.

E. The Publicity Chair shall:

1. Act as communications correspondent between chapter and the AIBS organization
2. Ensure that all events are properly advertised and work with reservations of facilities as needed
3. Renew chapter’s membership as a registered campus organization with the National Office and the University of Kansas Organizations and Leadership Development Center.

F. The Committee Chairs shall:

1.   Act on community outreach through volunteer events throughout the community

2.   Seek out interesting lecturers and people involved in biological fields

3.   Improve interaction between peers and faculty by initiating social activities

Section III:
Election and Term in Office

A. Election of officers shall be held in the spring following Spring Break and no later then the 1st week of May
B. The officers shall be elected by a simple majority of the active members after a brief nomination period.

C. The term in office shall be one year.

D. In the event of a resignation of an officer, an election will be held to fill the vacancy with the exception of the President.

1. In the event that the office of President is vacated, the Vice President will become President.

2. A general election will be held to fill the Vice President vacancy.

E.
If officers are not fulfilling their duties or show a lack of attendance at general and executive meetings a fellow executive member may present to the Executive Board a motion to remove an executive member from office.  The President shall then call a special meeting with-in the next week and inform all members of the time and location.  The accused will then present their explanations of their supposed derelictions and a secret ballot will be handled by the President with a two-thirds vote removing them from office.  President’s Vote breaks all ties.
Section IV:
Advisor

A. The Biology Club shall be assigned at least one advisor by the Department of Biology.

B. The Advisor shall attend all meetings and functions or appoint a proxy in their place as needed.

Section V:
Meetings

A. Chapter meetings will be held at least once a month.  Special meetings may be called by the President.

B. Attendance is mandatory.

C. All members of the Executive Board will attend at least one additional meetings per month beyond the normal general meetings.
D. The President may adjust Executive Board attendance requirements at his discretion.

Article VI:
Non-Campus Affiliation

A. This club is a university affiliate of the American Institute of Biological Sciences.
B. In order to remain a member of the American Institute of Biological Sciences this chapter must follow the rules and bylaws of the American Institute of Biological Sciences guidelines.

Article VII:
Amendments to the Constitution

A. Amendments must be submitted to the Executive Council in writing one week prior to voting by active members.

B. Amendments to this constitution may be adopted by a two-thirds vote of active membership.

Article VIII:
Nondiscrimination Clause

The Biology Club shall not discriminate on the basis of race, creed, national origin, ancestry, sex, age, religion, handicap, or sexual orientation in the selection of its members or in its programs.

Article IX:
University Records

The chapter shall maintain a list of current officers, their addresses, names of appointed advisors and the most recently amended constitution with the National Office and with the Organizations and Leadership Development Center.
