PURPOSE: To assist meritorious undergraduate and graduate women students at the University
of Kansas with scholarship aid.

AMOUNT: In the past, multiple recipients have received scholarships ranging from $1200 to
$2500. The number of recipients and dollar amounts vary from year to year. One-half of each
scholarship will be credited to the recipient's account per semester.

ELIGIBILITY: All KU women students who have successfully completed twelve credit hours
of undergraduate course work at KU with a GPA of 3.50 or greater, or nine credit hours of
graduate course work at KU with a GPA of 3.60 or greater are eligible. The KU Registrar’s
Office must verify eligibility. No member of the University Women’s Club Scholarship

Committee or their immediate family are eligible to apply.

SELECTION: Selection will be based on the contents of this application including a 500-word
essay, ARTS form, and an interview for finalists. A completed FAFSA form must be filed
before Friday, February 10, 2012 International students must file an International Student Need
Analysis Worksheet with the Office of Student Financial Aid before Friday, February 10, 2012.
Factors affecting selection may include: grade point average, financial need and availability of
scholarships in chosen field, community or volunteer service, activities, leadership, and plans to
use the degree following graduation. The University Women's Club Scholarship Committee will
interview up to 10 qualified candidates. Interviews will be conducted Tuesday, March 6, 2012
and Wednesday, March 7, 2012. Application deadline is noon February 10, 2012 in the Office of
Student Financial Aid, 50 Strong Hall. Include five (5) copies, stapled, of the entire contents of
your completed application, essay, waiver form, interview availability, and ARTS form. Scholar-
ship winners will be honored on Thursday, April 5, 2012, at the University Women's Club
luncheon, where they will be asked to say a few words about themselves and the importance of
the scholarship to their academic pursuits. Recipients will be asked for a photo, plus a brief

biography. They also will be asked to stay in touch with UWC throughout their careers.
